Bucharest Jazz Festival 2014
Welcomed a Numerous Public in Its First Day of Concerts
The 3rd edition of Bucharest Jazz Festival started yesterday with its first concerts. In front of a large audience, the members of the Iordache septet presented a novel approach to jazz, through their post-punk attitude that envelops afro-funk inspired improvisation shades. 
The second act of the night was the concert of the Bucharest Jazz Orchestra, led by trumpeter Sebastian Burneci. Their truly smooth sound proved that it can represent the contemporary spirit of our Capital in a surprising, orchestral manner, without bypassing improvisation elements.
Yesterday, July 2, Hanul Gabroveni hosted the projections of the “All the Notes” and “Time Will Tell” documentaries, opening the special events series dedicated to Jazz on Film. Mass media representatives, as well as music and film aficionados keenly watched the projections and attended the presentation of critic and writer Virgil Mihaiu, who introduced the two legends of the jazz piano, Cecil Taylor and Paul Bley to the audience.
The Jazz on Film series continues on Saturday, July 5, with two documentaries from the TVR archives dedicated to The Sibiu Jazz Miracle and to the personality of Richard Oschanitzky, a significant figure of Romanian jazz history. Additionally, on Sunday, July 6, ARCUB, in partnership with the Polish Institute Bucharest, presents the multiple awarded documentary “Love/Miłość”, covering the ideological artistic Yass movement from the ’90s.
During the next days, the festival goes on with concerts of some of the most renowned masters of contemporary jazz such as Julia Hülsmann Quartet, Carmen Lundy, Dave Douglas Riverside Quartet or John Scofield. 
Tomorrow, July 4, the first showcase and debate on the Romanian jazz production will take place, at Hanul Gabroveni. The special event, entitled The Romanian Jazz Disc, equally welcomes the mass media, the music industry, as well as the general public. The subject will be addressed by representatives of local jazz independent labels Fiver House Records, A&A Records, Soft Records, Green Records and 7Dreams Records. 
Throughout the festival, the George Enescu Square hosts the Jazz Made in Romania stand, which is exclusively dedicated to the music labels and publishers that promote local jazz titles.
